LEGAL FRENCH LANGUAGE

Objectives

The course aims to guide students to a good level of understanding of the French language to exercise pin the legal field. The aim of the lectures is to make students able to approach the reading of the various types of legal documents (laws, manuals, business documents ...), as well as to develop and perfect the practice of legal language spoken and written. The teaching is not intended to provide accurate information on a specific topic, but to discover the internal logic of the French law in to be able to communicate in a legal context.

Program

The materials to which attention will be as follows:

- The sources of law

- The institutions in France and Europe

- The judicial system

- Legal entities

- Contracts and society

- Consumer protection

- The employment relationship

Each lesson is divided into two stages:

-A presentation of the general characteristics of the French legal system;

- Exercises on various topics on the basis of legal texts (judgments, professional documents, etc..) and sound recordings. The student will be asked to prepare some written exercises. Lessons will be held in French. The fundamentals of the French language are supposed to be known.

Examination methods

The exam consists of an oral exam in French concerning topics covered in class.

The course will follow the text: LE FRANÇAIS JURIDIQUE, Michel Soignet, Ed Hachette, 2003. Further material will be distributed during class in order to investigate the issue and exercise the student to practice the language.
